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$1.3million for Marsden State High School
 

Member for Rankin, Craig Emerson and Member for Forde, Brett Raguse welcomed the announcement that Marsden State High School has been selected for round one Commonwealth funding for the Trade Training Centres in Schools Program.

 

The Trade Training Centres are an important element of the Commonwealth Government’s Education Revolution.  It will provide $2.5billion over 10 years to enable all secondary schools across Australia to apply for up to $1.5million in funding.

 

The Trade Training Centres are being established to help increase the proportion of students achieving year 12 or an equivalent trade qualification.
 

Mr Emerson said, ‘Marsden State High School has a great history of steering students from the local area towards educational and vocational training by maintaining maximum attendance.  Previous years have shown a consistent rise in the number of students taking up school based pathway programs.’
Mr Emerson said, ‘Marsden high has lead Australia for years in its innovative pathways program and deserves the support now being given to it by the Rudd Government.’

April Wright, a year 12 student of Marsden State High School agrees that there are a lot of kids who don’t want to be at school and that the pressures of electing to do OP subjects was daunting.  Miss Wright was one of these students until she was offered the opportunity to complete beauty courses while still attending school.  With a desire to travel and soon to graduate from year 12 Miss Wright said, ‘My experience with a pathway program was a positive one that will allow me to work anywhere in the world. 

 

‘I’m glad that Marsden has been given funding.  It will give other kids in school hope that their futures don’t depend on good OP scores.’
 

Mr Raguse is supportive of the efforts of the Marsden State High School team and believed the working relationship built over the last few years with Logan TAFE has made a positive impact on the school and its students.’ 
 

“Marsden High School has provided so many local young people with job and employment opportunities. It’s exciting to see that residents from the Rankin and Forde electorate will be among the first in Australia to benefit from these training opportunities” Mr Raguse said.

 

Marsden State High School will become the pin up model for other aspiring trade training schools receiving over $1.3million in funding to construct a purpose built facility for training.
