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Logan Families benefit from $800,000 funding for Communities for Children Program

The Australian Government is providing more than $800,000 for prevention and early intervention programs to support children and families of high disadvantage across Logan City.

Member for Rankin Craig Emerson said the funding would help the Salvation Army operate their Communities for Children (CfC) site. 

“The Salvos thankfully offer a wide range of services for disadvantaged kids and their families including playgroups, early learning and literacy programs and parenting and family support," Mr Emerson said. 

The Rudd Government’s commitment to a child-centred approach to family policy is working well in more than 48 communities around Australia.

“By identifying families at risk, local support groups can reach out with targeted support services to prevent crises before they happen and protect children from the damaging consequences," Mr Emerson said.

The decision to expand CfC follows a national evaluation of the program which showed there were positive outcomes for children and families in these communities.
